Course Description:
This course is intended to teach students the following reading concepts set forth by the Kentucky Common Core Standards in 7th grade reading.  We will learn the standards through reading novels, informational texts, poems, and other materials.  Students will also learn various strategies to help them become stronger readers, learn the standards, and become life-long learners/readers.
General Rules:  Be on time, be prepared, be respectful, and be responsible.
Preparation for Class: Students need a pencil and the book they will be reading for Sustained Silent Reading (SSR) we will be doing every day.  Folders will be provided and left in the classroom.  Students will have use of highlighters, dry erase markers, individual white boards, erasers, hand-held pencil sharpeners, and colored pencils.
Expectations for class: 
· Everyone has the right to, and should expect to, learn; therefore, we will be 


respectful of each other.
· Each individual is worthy of respect.

· Classroom orderliness is necessary for an effective classroom.  It is expected all students will respect school property and all supplies provided.

· Hard work is necessary for learning.
· Thinking critically and asking questions creates problem solvers!

· Students will read both orally and silently.

· Students will read for a minimum of 15 minutes each night!

· Students MUST come prepared with a pencil.

Earned consequences:  We follow the team procedures for discipline. 
Missed Work: 
· It is the student’s responsibility to obtain the homework assignments, notes & any other pertinent information that is missed during an absence.

· Missed tests due to absences:  Students will have time during class, before school, or after school to make up missed tests.
Homework:   Students will need to read for a minimum of 20 minutes per night.  This will greatly 



increase their reading fluency, vocabulary, and reading comprehension.  Please 



monitor your child and make sure he/she is reading.  This can be done orally with



you, with a sibling, or silently. Thank you for your support with this.
Grades:

· Students will receive midterms and report cards.  However, you can check your child’s progress at any time using the parent portal to Infinite Campus.  

· I use standard based grading. Students will be tested on each standard and will be allowed to retake any tests after receiving additional help.  Students have to ask to retake a test.  Retakes can be done before or after school.  

Grading Scale:

The District grading scale as applied to points earned by the end of a grading period is as follows:  
A = 90-100%   B = 80-89%   C = 70 – 79%   D = 60 – 69%   F= Below 59
